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Reading Lions commitment to keeping County Lock tidy is supported by the Mayor of Reading
With approval from Reading Borough Council and The Kennet & Avon Canal Trust, the Lions Club of Reading have officially adopted the area of County Lock.
County Lock, adjacent to the Oracle (just off the IDR) is managed by The Kennet and Avon Canal Trust and Reading Borough Council - Parks Department. Although it’s a pretty area, litter causes a major problem on the land and in the waterways. 
“The Lions Club of Reading saw an opportunity to give something back to the local community that wasn’t purely financial” said Eric Warner, President, the Lions Club of Reading. He continued: “By adopting this local community area, a commitment to ongoing maintenance and cleaning would help to give a presence of the Lions Club at little or no cost other than our time. The Mayor of Reading has fully supported our efforts and welcomed the opportunity to visit as soon as the club had erected the sign to announce our adoption of the area”.
Reading Lions now litter-pick every 6-8 weeks to keep the area tidy, the edges are trimmed and overgrown pathways are cleared. Future plans include planting bulbs to add colour to the area’s natural beauty. On a wider scale, we hope this goes some way to making Reading a cleaner town and contributes to a greater community spirit. Each time the area is cleaned up, it gives us the opportunity to promote the Lions Club by demonstrating the type of community service projects undertaken in the community.
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
